As you are aware, national industrial action will take place on Tuesday 24 November and all unions have served strike notice on organisations in the public sector, including in higher education.  The strike will affect the ability of organisations to provide their services during the 24 hour period.  

In DIT, the services affected will include all forms of teaching; access to the library and computer rooms; and many administrative and support services..  

Telephone communication will be available by direct dial, and email and access to online services will also be available.

In light of this situation, and with due regard for health and safety, the management of DIT has reviewed how access to buildings and services can be provided.  The following buildings will open to students, providing limited access to facilities:

· The main Bolton Street campus building will open from 9 am to 5 pm.  Students with valid DIT student cards may access common areas on the ground floor, including the cafeteria.  Other areas of the building will not be accessible.

· The Aungier Street campus building will open from 9 am to 5 pm. Students with valid DIT student cards may access the common areas on the ground floor, including the cafeteria.  The Student Health Centre will be open.  Other facilities will not be available.  

Please note that any assignments due for submission on 24th November will be accepted on the following day without any penalty to students.
