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BA (Ord.) in Social Care Practice (Older People) 
Please read the notes below carefully before completing the application form
General description
The BA (Ord.) in Social Care Practice (Older People) is a three year work based learning course.  It is intended for people who are working in full-time / part-time (20hours per week) paid employment with older people in the greater Dublin region.  This paid employment should continue during the three years of the course – with one day release each week.  
Award

The Dublin Institute of Technology B.A. (Ord) in Social Care Practice (Older People) (Level 7) will be awarded to those who have completed the course and course work satisfactorily and have passed the requisite examinations.

Course of study
The course covers five domains:
1. Understanding Human Development

2. Understanding Society and its Institutions

3. Personal Development and Methods of Intervention

4. Provision and Delivery of Service

5. Practice – working with older people in various settings (residential, community, day care and domiciliary).

Entrance Requirements

Candidates must have the Leaving Certificate (or equivalent) with passes in five subjects including English and preferably mathematics.  They must have at least one year’s suitable experience in social care and be sponsored by their employer.

DIT will consider applications from mature students, (students who are at least 23 years of age on the 1st January 2011), who do not hold the above qualifications but hold at least a level 5 FETAC qualification or equivalent in a relevant area.

Please note

· Students must have full attendance at the College on one day per week (mid-September until mid-May for the duration of the course) and at any additional workshops arranged

· Students are required to undertake significant independent study in their own time to supplement their learning in college and the workplace

· Students must attend the College for two days induction in 1st year in September 2011.
· Students must attend the College for block weeks of lectures in October and January
· Each student should have a practice teacher arranged by the manager of the unit/agency in consultation with the college. It is expected that the practice teacher should be familiar with the overall aims of the professional practice strand and should facilitate learning by maximizing an environment of learning opportunities. Students will be visited during the course, in their places of work, by the course tutor

· A learning contract should be agreed between the student and the practice teacher and it is expected that formal supervision with the practice teacher should take place on a fortnightly basis. It is recommended that students and practice teachers work together on the same shift at least once a fortnight throughout the course
· Successful applicants must be competent in the use of Word, internet and e-mail as some of the course work will involve using a web based learning environment.  Applicants are also encouraged to have undertaken a first aid course. 
Application Procedures
Selection for the course will be made initially on the basis of the information provided on the application form and references. Applicants may be called for interview. Therefore, it is recommended that all relevant information and documentation accompanies the application form. There are 20 places in first year available for the academic year 2011/12. Application forms are available from the Secretary to the Department of Social Sciences, DIT, 40-45, Mountjoy Sq. Dublin 1 (ph 4024164).

Completed forms should be received on or before 22nd April 2011 to the above address.
Course Fees Academic Year 2011/12 have not yet been set.  Fees for 2010/2011 were €3725 but this is likely to increase in line with the increase in registration fee.
Please note: successful applicants will be required to submit a cheque or bank draft by 16th September 2011 for the full fees.

1. Applications must be completed in full and received by the School Secretary on or before 22nd April 2011. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.
