Entrance Requirements

All candidates must have completed a FETAC (Further Education and Training Awards Council) full award at Level 5 and a FETAC full award at Level 6 in Childcare or equivalent. They should have preferably two years suitable experience in Early Childhood Education and be currently in paid employment in an ECE setting.

Candidates must also have the Leaving Certificate (or equivalent) with passes in five subjects including English and Mathematics, except in the case of mature students (students who are 23 years of age on 1st January of the year of entry) 
Applicants will be required to provide evidence of Garda Vetting before being eligible to register.
Please note

· Students must attend lectures in the College two evenings per week (typically 4pm to 8pm mid-September until mid-May for the duration of the course) and must also attend any additional workshops arranged.
· Students are required to undertake significant independent study in their own time to supplement their learning in college and the workplace.
· Students must attend the College for two block weeks of lectures (one week in November 2011 and one week in March 2012
).
· Provision for reflective practice must be made in consultation with college tutor and the placement setting.
· Students are also required to undertake a 4-day placement in a different work setting, usually during the second year of programme.
